Release Notes for the Boca Video Phone Classic

On some systems after the installation completes and “Run Program” is selected  the Audio and Video may not initialize.  To correct this, close down the application and restart it again. Once the application is restarted, wait for the status line to read “The system has been initialized” and place your video phone call.


If you have a S3 Vision 968-based video graphics adapter, it is recommended that you use a version of the drivers that is 2.01.09 or later. If your drivers are not 2.01.09 or later, you may download them from the S3 Home Page (http://www.s3.com)


The help file on the VideoLink Pro application explains how to configure “Audio Communication”. Please note that the Boca Video Phone Classic card takes care of configuring the audio for you. No further changes are needed on your part.


When the application is run for the first time, the software will check your system and request some information from you. The following steps should be followed:


You will get a User Request box stating “Do you see the little White and Black boxes in the screen corners?  Click YES.


Next a User Request box asks “Are the boxes true rectangles and not parallelograms?” Click YES.


Finally,  you get an H20CAPT.DLL dialog box stating “This device must be configured to ‘YUV 422’ at ‘176 x 144 to be used. Do you wish to configure it?” Click YES. On the user input box that pops up, click on the down arrow under Capture Format and select YUV 422. Place the cursor on the field under Image Size a
