The Tandy Graphics Display Adapter comes already shipped for most monitors.
Jumper block JPR8 is located on the far left side of your Graphics Display

monochrome monitor, you will need to change jumper block JPR8 on your
Graphics Display Adapter to position B before installing your board. To
jumper a block, make connections by placing the small plastic cap over two
adjacent pins.
