The modem's DIP switches select whether your modem operates on COM1l, COMZ2,

COM3, or COM4. If you do not have another serial device, such as a serial
mouse or printer, in your computer, set the modem to COM1l. Otherwise, set
the modem to be different than the other serial device. The modem is

factory set to COM2.
